Institutions For Drug Users (Supervision and Treatment) Law, 5753 - 1993"

Definitions 1. In this Law -

"Social Care" - including psychosocial treatment;

"Medical Care" - Physical or mental medical care, including allocation of drug substitute;
"Combined Treatment" - Combined social care and medical treatment;
"Institution" - A place serving or intended to serve for social or medical care or a
combination thereof, for more than two persons using drugs, regardless of whether
the treatment is given in the institution or in another location, by way of hospitalization,
residential quarters, day centers, or night centers, or any other manner,

"Institute for Social Care" - An institution that provides or that is intended to provide
exclusively social care for drug users;

"Combined Institution" - An institution that provides or that is intended to provide
combined care for drug users;

"Director" - including the owners of an institution;

"Drug" - Dangerous drug as defined in the Dangerous Drugs Ordinance [New Version],
5753-1973%;

"The Ministers” - the Minister of Health and the Minister of Labor and Welfare.

Application for 2 (a) An institute's application for a license (hereinafter

Permit

the application) shall include the details as prescribed, including details relating to the
sanitary, security and physical condition of the institution, its aims, occupancy, approved
number of workers and their professional qualifications, including the professional
qualification of the director of the institution.

(b)  An application shall be filed before a committee comprised of
three persons, to be established by the Ministers, and whose members shall include:
an employee of the Ministry of Health and an employee of the Ministry of Labor
and Welfare, to be appointed by the Ministers respectively from amongst the
staff in each of their Ministry's, and one representative of the Minister charged
with the implementation of the Anti Drug (Authority) Law, 5748-1988’, who
will head the Committee (hereinafter -the Committee).

(c) The duties of the Committee shall be:
(1)  To accept institution's applications for licenses for and to determine whether
the application relates to an institution which is one of the following:

(a) An institution for social care;
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(b) An institution for medical care;
(c) A combined institution.

(2) To deliver, in accordance with its determination, an institution's application
for a license to the Minister or Ministers concerned;

(3)  To receive applications for alterations in the classification of the institution
as determined by the committee under paragraph (1), to decide as stated in that
paragraph and to deliver such applications to the Minister or Ministers concerned
respectively.

(4)  To conduct the registration of the applications submitted to it, including
its rulings regarding them and the date of the submission of the applications
to the body authorized to process them.

(5) To recommend to the Ministers that a combined institute be closed.

(6) To recommend to the Ministers regarding the inspection rules for a combined
institution.

3.(a) Should the Committee determine that the application relates to
a non - combined institution, the application shall be submitted
as detailed below:

(1) An application for a license for an Institution for social care shall be
submitted to the Minister for Labor and Welfare, and shall be subject to the
provisions of the Homes (Supervision) Law, 5725 - 1965%;

(2)  Anapplication for a license for an Institution for medical treatment shall
be submitted to the Minister of Health and shall be subject to the provisions
of the Public Health Ordinance, 1940°

(b) Should the Committee submit an application to a Minister under sub-section
(a), the provisions of this Law shall not apply, with the exception of the provisions
of section 6, for as long as the committee has not altered the classification of
the institution to that of a combined institution.

4, No person shall be the owner of a combined institution, nor

shall he operate the same, whether by himself or by way opening of
others unless the institution is licensed, nor shall be open an institution as stated for
as long as the license has not been granted.
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
